Our Regional Executive Director sends out information o Principals that is relevant to
the education of our students and I have included a paragraph that is worth thinking
about and discussing with students. A significant number of students just want to pass
the class, meet their graduation requirement, and do it with as little effort as possible...
Many students will avoid working hard in a class that they see as challenging because of
the risk involved. If they work hard and fail, then they've proven their inadequacy. But if
they don't work hard and manage to get a D, then their pride remains intact and they
haven't lost anything. That's the reason why, in my class, I make failing harder work than
passing. ("Making Failure Harder Work Than Passing” by Angela Campbell in Edutopia,
September 30, 2015).

We received more than 100 entries in our “Positive Behaviour in Schools” sports mural
poster competition. The PBS committee met last week to choose the winning entry. The
top three were selected and all contained elements that the committee thought should
be in the mural. So we eventually decided to award a first, second and third prize
instead of only a first prize. Second and third prizes will be $25.00 vouchers to be
redeemed at Sports Power in Geraldton, along with the $75.00 first prize voucher. The
level of entries was very high and making a decision was difficult. We have asked our
very artistic Ms Harrop to use the elements of the winning entries to design a composite
poster and the mural will be painted by Midwest Signs who painted the mural at the
entrance to the school and which has attracted so much positive comment.

The contractor we employed to build the “Sustainability Hub" has ordered the materials
required for construction. The materials will be delivered today or tomorrow and work
will begin immediately. Construction should be completed in a matter of days and
exciting fimes will begin. The development of the hub has been a long term project and
we are looking forward to its completion so that our students can become involved and
the recycling of much of the organic waste generated at our school can begin. To remind
our community, we recycle plastic bottles, printer cartridges, household batteries and
mobile phones and these can be dropped off at Reception. We also require about 60
baby food jars for a project and these can also be dropped off at Reception in the
receptacle provided.

It is important that your children understand that
good password practices are an essential security
measure to keep their personal information safe.
